Location: 

Aberdeenshire Council are pleased to offer 
for sale by competitive tender the former 
School House at Arnage, near Auchnagatt, 
Ellon.  
 
The property is situated in a quiet, attractive 
rural setting. Aberdeen City (22 miles) and 
Airport (27 miles) can be accessed from the 
nearby A948 and A90.  Primary schooling is 
provided in the adjacent school, whilst 
secondary schooling and a range of local 
amenities are available in nearby Ellon some 
6 miles away.  
 
Description: 

The subjects of sale were built as 
accommodation for the teacher of the 
adjacent Primary School approximately 100 to 
120 years ago. The property remained in use 
as a teacher’s residence until 2005. 
 
The property is linked to the school and lies 
within a large area of garden ground adjacent 
to the existing primary school. The subjects 
occupy a site of approximately 0.058 ha 
(0.143 acres) with garden grounds extending 
to the front and side. The subjects comprise a 
two storey building and benefit from on site 
parking with private access from the nearby 
unclassified road. There is a right of access to 
be retained over the drive for the electric sub 
station and also access to the school playing 
field for maintenance purposes.  
 
The property is of traditional stone built 
construction with a pitched slate roof and 
attractive ornate stone faced dormer 
windows. The front porch extension is of 
concrete panels with a flat bitumen roof. 
Externally the property is in reasonable 
condition although some renovation and 
decoration is required. Internally, the property 
is in need of renovation and upgrading to 
bring it into a modern standard. 
 

The subjects are sold as seen and no 
guarantee or warranty will be given. 
 
Accommodation: 

The accommodation set over two floors 
comprises: 
 
Ground Floor:  Front porch leading to 
entrance hallway, Lounge, Sitting 
Room/Dining Room, Kitchen, Utility Room 
and Bathroom 
 
First Floor:  3 Bedrooms, Access to attic 
space  
 
Gross internal area is approximately 107.95 
m² 
 
Outbuildings: Garage, Store 
 
Garden: The garden ground with the property 
is indicated on the site plan.  
 
The foregoing measurements have been 
calculated in accordance with the RICS Code 
of Measuring Practice (6th Edition). 
 
Services: 

Mains electricity, mains water supply and 
private drainage are available at the property. 
The drainage is shared with the adjoining 
school and any prospective buyer should be 
aware that a contribution towards the 
maintenance costs of the private 
drainage/septic tank will be required.  
 
However, interested parties should satisfy 
themselves regarding the detailed 
whereabouts and capacity of services.
