Description: 

The subjects of sale were understood to have 
been originally built circa the 19th century and 
used as a village shop until 1978. The 
property was then converted and extended to 
form a large family home. From 1989, the 
property was used by Aberdeenshire Council 
as social accommodation and latterly as a 
care home/hostel by a social services 
partnership. The property  remained in use as 
a hostel until declared surplus to 
requirements in 2009. 

The detached property comprises a 
substantial traditional stone and slate pitched  
roof construction with attractive ornate stone 
faced dormer windows. The subjects 
comprise a two storey building and benefit 
from on site parking with private access from 
Deer Road East. There is a good sized 
garden at the rear of the property with a large 
outhouse and timber lock-up garage. The 
subjects occupy a site extending to 0.063 ha 
(0.156 acre) or thereby. 

Externally the subjects are considered to be 
in a good state of structural repair with double 
glazing throughout. An asbestos survey was 
carried out in 2004; the report is available to 
prospective purchasers. 

Internally the property requires some 
renovation and upgrading to bring it up to a 
modern standard but offers the potential for 
an interesting project for conversion to a 
family home or small bed and breakfast 
establishment.
