I would like to invite you to become a member of a regular Sooyang Do Martial Arts class at Elrick 

Primary School.  

 

Classes will commence on Monday 16th January. Sessions will run every Monday at the school, 

apart from holidays and in-service days (participants can attend sessions at main classes at Westdyke 

leisure centre on the week of any holidays). If you would like your child to attend more than one 

session per week they can attend the Monday night session and another one of the main classes at 

Westdyke Leisure centre.  

 

My name is Dave Bremner; the main instructor for classes in Westhill. These are well attended and 

well structured and have been very successful in taking a good number of students from beginner 

right through to black belt and beyond. I have over 30 years experience in martial arts and I hold 

black belts in 3 different styles. In the dim and distant past I competed at a very high level and have 

attended numerous coaching and training courses in the UK and overseas in an attempt to become as 

good an instructor as possible. If you require further information on my status and qualifications, 

please do not hesitate to contact me.  

 

The following is a breakdown of costs for the classes 

1. Association membership:  This is an annual fee and covers membership and insurance with 

NAKMAS              - £30 annual to UKSA 

 

2. Monthly fees:  these vary in price level depending on the student age and family members 

joining. These are paid on a standing order basis and are in your control. Once put in place 

there is to be a month’s notice of termination from either party if this is going to be cancelled 

for whatever reason. Fees to apply are as follows:

These fees allow students to train twice a week at our schools and up to 4 times a week in any 

of our or the association schools (once membership card has been issued). There can be slight 

changes to this if circumstances dictate, however only Mr Bremner can offer special rates, if 

any at all. Fees are made payable to D. Bremner. 

 

4. Sooyang do uniforms: For those who do not have suits initially, a loose fitting tee shirt and 

jogging bottoms are fine. You can wear this casual clothing for the first 2 months, however 

once student pass their yellow belts, it is expected that Sooyang do uniforms are purchased 

and worn thereafter. The Doboks are purchased from within the association from one of our 

Chief Instructors; forms can be collected from your Class Instructor/Administrator.

5. Gradings:  these are carried out quarterly and are run by the association, times and venues 

are advised approx one month ahead of day when forms are handed out to student being put 

forward for examination.  

 
Grading fees:                 - £25 all belt level to Brown senior (9 levels) 

       Higher rate for Bodan and First dan grades.
