Discarded cans and bottles cruelly trap and kill
tens of thousands of small mammals each year.

Food scraps encourage scavenging birds and
other animals to adopt an unnatural diet. They
are often then drawn into areas where they can
prey on rarer nesting birds.

Disposable barbecues laid directly on the ground
or on dry-stane dykes kill wildflowers, grasses
and mosses.

Both fires and barbecues may damage woodlands,
sand dunes, grasslands, crops and moorland and
leave unsightly black scarring.

When camping, use a stove for cooking. Plastic wrappings, fencing wire and other

litter are unattractive and dangerous to
